Background

2. Variation to Deed of Grant

On and with effect from the Effective Date, the Deed of Grant is varied as set out in Schedule 1 to this Deed.

3. Affirmation of Deed of Grant

(a) The parties affirm in all other respects the covenants and conditions in the Deed of Grant as varied by this Deed.

(b) The Deed of Grant, as varied by this Deed, comprises the entire agreement between the parties.

(c) The parties acknowledge and agree that the Deed of Grant as varied by this Deed is and continues to be in full force and effect.

4. Costs and GST

(a) Each party must meet or pay its own costs and expenses in respect of the preparation, negotiation, execution and completion of this Deed. 

(b) If GST is payable on any supply made under or in connection with this Deed, the recipient of the supply must pay to the supplier an additional amount equal to the GST payable on the supply provided that the supplier has given the recipient a tax invoice for the supply.

(c) The Grantee must pay any stamp duties and registration or other fees (including fines, penalties and interest relating to such duties and fees) which are payable or are assessed by a relevant government body or other person to be payable in relation to this document or any transaction contemplated by it. 

5. Miscellaneous

5.1 Counterparts

This Deed may be executed in counterparts.  All executed counterparts constitute one document.

5.2 Governing law and jurisdiction

This Deed is governed by the law of the Australian Capital Territory and each party irrevocably submits to the non-exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of the Australian Capital Territory.
